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HOW TO APPLY:

The Ohio Ornithological Society is proud to provide scholarships to help young people who are interested in birds to attend summer camps, workshops, training programs, conventions and other bird-related activities. The funds for our scholarships come primarily from donations from OOS members. 
OOS awards scholarships that are a portion (up to 50%) of the cost of the registration fee of an event. In exceptional circumstances, OOS may award more if we see a case with special need. However, the best way to increase your chances of winning an OOS scholarship is to show your dedication to birds and creativity in thinking up ways that you can raise the matching half of your scholarship. www.Ohiobirds.org
REQUIREMENTS TO APPLY:
· Individual must be an Ohio birder between the ages of 8-17.
· A letter of recommendation from a teacher or an adult birding mentor or advisor that describes what the applicant knows about their interest and commitment to birds and birding. 

· A short essay written by the applicant telling us about the importance of birds in your life. Do you try to teach others about birds? Do you draw or photograph the birds you see? Do you do any survey or volunteer work? What do you love most about birding? Be sure to include information about why you want to attend your chosen event in your essay.

· The recipient of an award from the OOS Young Birders Scholarship Fund shall prepare an article or a multi-media presentation suitable for sharing on the OOS website and/or social media describing their experience at the event he/she attended. This will be for publication by the OOS. This description should be submitted within two months following the activity.
